Norris Wenum was an architect and bookkeeper for many years for Antonen and Hanson Construction. An historical aircraft was donated in 1964 to the City of Lake Norden by the United States Air Force and is located at Memorial Park. The plane is dedicated to Wenum in remembrance of his service to our country during World War II.

In November of 2005, Jean Tuohino contributed two thousand dollars in memory of her husband, Alvin, for maintenance of the aircraft. The generous donation prompted Mayor Janet Andrews and the City Council to begin planning for renovation of the aircraft and site location. An Armed Services Memorial Committee was formed with the following members: Ken Anderson; Frank Andrews; Gordon Kangas; Burt Tulson; Linda Tulson; and Jeanette Tuohino. Committee members developed a plan to incorporate the airplane with a memorial honoring area veterans of the armed services. The site of the memorial airplane also features the American flag, flags and silhouettes representing the five branches of the United States Armed Forces and a wall depicting plaques purchased by family and friends honoring individuals who have served or are currently serving in the Armed Forces.
A ground breaking ceremony was held June 22, 2006.  Jean Tuohino was present at the ceremony and purchased the first granite plaque in memory of her husband, Lieutenant Commander Alvin Elwood Tuohino, who served in the United States Navy. The committee held a Dedication Ceremony during the 100th Anniversary Celebration of the City of Lake Norden in July of 2007.
Annually, on Memorial Day, plaques that were purchased during the preceding year are dedicated.
